Children will not be required to bring any school bags that day. 

• If your child is not having a hot dinner/ grab bag at lunch time then they will need 2 

packed lunches: one for lunch at school and a second to eat before the performance.  

• If your child is ordering a hot dinner/ grab bag at lunchtime then they will need to 

bring 1 extra packed lunch to eat before the performance.  

There is no room for 

bags/lunch boxes at the theatre. We will have access to drinking water, so if you provide 

named plastic water bottle we can refill them.
